Eligible students are asked to submit: 
❑ a short bio (tell us a little about yourself); 
❑ a letter outlining academic achievements, community involvement and future aspirations; 
❑ support letters from (2) academic references (Professors, Teachers, Education Directors, etc.); 
❑ a copy of your transcript of your current 2025/26 grades;  
❑ a clear copy of your status card; and 
❑ contact information including complete mailing address, email address and phone number.
